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"How was your weekend?" I asked a student. "I stayed at home," he replied. "And how was
1t?" I continued. "I watched videos on YouTube" was the reply. "But HOW was your weekend?" I
persisted. My student looked confused.

(DI explained that "What did you do in your weekend?" asks for facts, whereas "How was your

weekend?" asks for opinions. For one person, staying at home all weekend might be relaxing. For

another, this might be boring. You can agree or disagree with an opinion. A fact can be true or
false. Another student said he was struggling with giving simple opinions. "Japanese people
aren’t comfortable giving their opinions. They prefer to give facts."

(2)I wondered if this student realized that he had actually just given an opinion. If he had

started with "In my experience, a lot of Japanese people ..." that would be a fact — it’s true for
him. I could see where he was coming from, but I didn’t agree. One thing I've noticed about a lot
of my Japanese students is that they like to ask for and make recommendations — which are
opinions.

These students gave me an idea to help them and others make recommendations and give
opinions more easily and naturally. So, before I finished teaching last term’s students for the last
time, I started an Instagram account called "What do you recommend?" (@w.d.y.r) I hope it'll be
one way to keep in touch with former students, as well as a way for any other learners of English
to get some vocabulary, listening and pronunciation practice.

For students who want to ( 3 ) their English quickly, I always recommend doing something
small and easy every day in English. They could review their notes from class, or listen to the
train announcements in English and repeat them quietly to themselves. They could of course
also follow some English-learning Instagram accounts.

All these ideas are a good way to, as I like to say it, (4)"snack" on English. They won’t make
you fluent overnight, but they will make it easier when you have to take a bigger bite and use
English in a real-life situation.

But that’s just my opinion. Some people easily learn languages by repeatedly watching
*Igitcoms like Friends. There are also books, apps and people who claim that their method will
magically make you fluent in a language. What works for one person might not work for another,
so I recommend trying a few things to see what works for you. And maybe, like another student
of mine, one day you’ll be able to answer, "How was your weekend?" with "Amazing! I used
English and made a new friend!"
