By now I am sure you have heard of Al ... and I am not talking about Ai Fukuhara, Ai
Miyazato or even Ai Otsuka. I am referring to artificial intelligence — in particular,

excited and nervous at the same time.

Artificial intelligence has been around for a while. Every time you take a photo with your
smartphone, receive a spam email or watch something on YouTube that has been chosen for
you, Al is working in the background.

Most of us didn’t really take much notice of this until last November, when a company called
OpenAl released their flagship product, ChatGPT, to the public. Within just four months, the
website had over 100 million sign-ups, catching instant global attention.

With just a few prompts, you can get ChatGPT to write documents for you, or even poems.
Developers around the world are *2scrambling to create *3plug-ins for ChatGPT to do various
tasks — think websites for the internet or apps for a smartphone. It’s like Google *‘on steroids!
Some generative AI models can even give you realistic human voices and images!

The power of this technology has school teachers and professors worried that their
students will get ChatGPT to write their assignments for them — some are already doing
this.
