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Have you ever heard about e-sports? E-sports, or ‘electronic sports’, is the term used to refer

to professional gaming. ()Young men and women from around the world make their living

playing video games professionally, usually through prizes in tournaments or from their

corporate sponsorships.

Some of you may think video games are not sports. But, for example, chess is widely
regarded as a sport in the world. Such games as chess are called ‘mind sports’. Like other
sports, mind sports are competitive, they require skill, they have rules, and they require
physical exertion*!.

There are (2)some interesting characteristics in e-sports.

Unlike in other sports, players in e-sports are not generally referred to by their actual
names. They use their ‘handles’ or ‘gamer tags’. At home with their teammates, on the streets
with their fans, and in interviews with the reporters, the players are referred to, and refer to
each other, by these handles.

Age in e-sports also differs from the standard in other sports. The average age of the
professional gamers is said to be about twenty-one years old, ( 3 ) is even younger
than @that of players in baseball, soccer, basketball, and so on. While such players can play
well into their thirties and sometimes even forties, professional gamers are generally retiring

by thirty years old.
