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Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications*! in Japan conducted a survey of
information and communication technology (ICT) in 2018.

The survey found that LINE had the largest number of users among social media in Japan.
About 60% of people used LINE, including light users. As an overall trend, the number of
people answering “mostly *2browse postings and comments of others and rarely send
information or comments” was larger than that of those answering “actively send information
and make comments”.

According to the survey, (1)there were not a few people who experienced troubles through

the use of social media. The survey included international comparison about a feeling of trust
in others ( (2) ) people met offline and online. In fact, Japanese users of social media had
lower trust in others both online and offline than the users in other countries.

The level of trust in a person people met online changed when they met the person (3)in real
life. About half of the users of Facebook, Twitter, other online *3chat sites and mailing lists
had experience of meeting other users in real life at offline meetings or other opportunities.

Furthermore, 53.6% of such users increased their trust by meeting other users in real life.
On the other hand, only 2.4% of such users answered they decreased their trust by meeting
offline.

The survey also showed that social media were also effective as tools to strengthen ties with

family members, friends and other people. (4)It was remarkable especially with LINE.
