But in most societies, both modern and historical, yawning is not something that is or was
encouraged.

Also, blowing the air from inside your mouth into
someone else’s face is not a very nice thing to do.

There are ,however, other, deeper, reasons why yawning is frowned upon. People have
always believed that the mouth is the gateway to the soul and the route by which Good and Evil
may enter us. In English, we say “Bless you” to someone who has just sneezed. This is because
we believe, or rather our ancestors used to believe, that when we open our mouths for a sneeze,
the Devil has a chance to slip into our bodies unnoticed.

Many cultures ( 3 ) . Insome parts of southern Europe people make the sign of the cross
when they yawn. They believe that this will drive away any evil spirits that seek to enter them
through their mouths. Hindus™ have the custom of snapping their fingers loudly in front of their
open mouths. (4)This will startle away any demon or evil spirit.

So if you, like me, enjoy a good yawn, please do it in the privacy of your own house or in your
bedroom. This will mean that you do not offend other people by a display of bad manners. If
you are superstitious*2, I recommend that you take some precautions. In fact, even if you are not
superstitious, it might be a good idea to take some precautions anyway. After all, one can never

be too careful.
